In the work of Berlin-based
American artist, Rajkamal
Kahlon, we witness an autopsy, a
dissection of the visual legacies
of empire. By redrawing and
repainting the bodies of photo-
graphed native subjects, Kahlon
allows for the rehabilitation

of those bodies, histories, and
cultures that have been erased,
distorted, and maligned.
